1. Swimmers must be participating in a full-time course of education at a school or college, on a course up to and including HNC level, SCQF Level 7.


2. Qualification for the Scottish Championships is only open to those swimmers who have competed in an area schools championship or time trial.


3. Age group events are defined as age on the 31st December in the year of competition.

DRUG TESTING
Please note that drug testing may be in operation at any Scottish event.  All swimmers not registered with the Scottish Amateur Swimming Association, Swim England or Swim Wales will be required to sign an agreement to undergo tests as required in accordance with FINA Law.   N.B. SASA/SE/SW swimmers will have signed an agreement when submitting their registration fee.

Entry fees must be forwarded within TWO WEEKS of confirmation of entry to Jean Smith along with the attached form, page 8. Individual school cheques must not be sent. Cheques should be sent to the Area Rep who will collate these and send full payment for the area. 

COMPUTER ENTRY:
The competition entry will be computerised.

Entries will be by email file, which will be forwarded to the area rep with full instructions upon request. An entry file should be requested by email from the Meet Entry Secretary (see below).

Closing date for receipt of entries is 12 NOON,  5th December 2019
Please Note:  Late entries will not be accepted under any circumstances and no time only swim will be allowed.

The organisers reserve the right to restrict entries and amend events as deemed necessary to ensure the smooth running of the event.

· All 12/u individual events will have the fastest 20 swimmers accepted to the heats with 4 reserves. The fastest 10 swimmers from the heats will qualify for the final.

· 400m Free and 400IM will be open age group and will have the fastest 10 swimmers accepted with 2 reserves. This event will be Heat Declared Winner. 
· 13/14 and 15/16 age groups will have the fastest 20 swimmers accepted for each event with 4 reserves and are Heat Declared Winners (HDW)

· 17-19 age group will have the fastest 10 swimmers accepted for each event with 2 reserves and are Heat Declared Winners (HDW).

·  Area reps should ensure that ALL SWIMMERS HAVE PARTICIPATED IN THEIR OWN AREA EVENTS.   If for any reason a swimmer is to be allowed to swim in another area event this needs to be approved by the committee prior to this being authorised.

DRAFT PROGRAMME

· After entries close, an entry list will be sent to the area reps for checking.  The entry list MUST NOT be circulated to anyone as this causes confusion amongst swimmers and parents.  
· There will be a 4 day turnaround for area reps to check that all entries are correct and any discrepancies notified to the Entry Secretary.
· After the 4 day window has closed a draft programme will be prepared and issued.

· Once the draft programme has been issued no changes will be accepted.

· Contact details should include an email address that is contactable over the holiday period. 

WITHDRAWALS:

· Any withdrawals (including reserves) prior to the first day of Competition should be notified to schoolsevent@gmail.com by email providing full details (name, event number, entry time and event rank number).
· Withdrawals for Session 1 (including reserves) must be notified by email to schoolsevent@gmail.com no later than 6.00pm on Friday 24th January 2020. 
· Withdrawals for Session 2 (including reserves) not previously notified must be lodged at the Recorders Desk no later than 10.00am on the day of the event or schoolsevent@gmail.com 
· Withdrawals for Session 3 (including reserves) must be lodged at the Recorders Desk no later than 2.00pm on the day of the event or schoolsevent@gmail.com 
MARSHALLING

Please ensure that swimmers are in the Call Room in plenty of time to prepare for their race.  Failure to do this may result in that swimmer not being allowed to swim.
AWARDS AND PRESENTATIONS
Medals will be awarded to 1st, 2nd and 3rd placed swimmers in all events.

SPECIAL AWARDS

Trophies (1male and 1 female) will be awarded for the best performance by a boy and girl in each age group, age as at 31st December 2020, calculated on FINA points.  
PRESENTATIONS:

Presentations will be made as per the presentation schedule.  Swimmers must report to the Presentation Marshal immediately upon completing their race and picking up their dry clothes from the holding area.  Appropriate clothing must be worn for the presentations.  It is the responsibility of the Team Staff to ensure that medallists or a depute be available for presentation as per the presentation schedule which will be put up around poolside and on the balcony. Failure of a swimmer or depute to attend the appropriate presentation will result in the swimmer forfeiting his/her medal.

SWIMWEAR:
British Swimming and SE advise that FINA Rule BL8.1only applies to Olympic Games and FINA events.  A suit check will only be made if the World and European record is claimed.  There is no requirement for officials to check that costumes are on the approved FINA list.  Bylaws BL8.2 and BL8.3 cover our requirement for design and material.

SW8.0 Scottish Swimming Rules

SW8.8 Swimwear Policy
SW8.8.1.  For events held under the direct jurisdiction and control of Scottish Swimming the Scottish ‘Swimwear Policy’ shall apply.  This policy is included in full in Appendix 1 of these regulations.
Event Regulations
Entry and Entries to The Scottish Schools Swimming Championship is expressly subject to each and all of these regulations and may, where appropriate also require compliance with the facility provider’s regulations.
· Permission for any person to enter or to remain within the venue notwithstanding possession of any ticket by that person is at the absolute discretion of the stewards and officers of the Scottish Schools Swimming Association and/or any police officer. 

· No guarantee can be given by The Scottish Schools Swimming Association that the event will take place at a particular time or any particular date and The Scottish Schools Swimming Association reserves the right to reschedule the event without notice and without any liability for so doing.

· In the event of postponement, cancellation or abandonment of the event, refunds, if any, will be made at the absolute discretion of The Scottish Schools Swimming Association.  The Scottish Schools Swimming Association will have no legal liability to make a refund or to pay any form of consequential or indirect damage such as loss of enjoyment, travel and accommodation costs.

· The following are articles which must not be brought within the venue (glasses, fireworks, smoke cannisters, air horns, flares, glass bottles, weapons of any sort).  Any person in possession of such items will be refused entry at the absolute discretion of any steward or officer of The Scottish Schools Swimming Association and/or police officer.

· No object may be thrown by spectators within the venue. 

· No foul or abusive language or other offensive words such as racial or sexual abuse may be used within venue.

· No alcohol may be consumed within the Championship expect in those areas specifically designated for such purposes and in accordance with any terms displayed in those areas.

· No person may for commercial purposes take photography or use any video recording equipment inside the Championship without the express permission of The Scottish Schools Swimming Association.  The taking of photographs or use of video equipment for non-commercial purposes is permitted subject to compliance with Scottish Swimming Guidelines with regard to video recording and zoom photography.

· Video and photographs should not be posted on unsecure social websites but may be posted on secure sections of schools/club websites.

· Should you wish to use your mobile phone for photographic purposes on poolside the procedure above must be followed.

· No flash photography is permitted at any time within the competition pool hall.

· In order to control digital photographs, mobile phones may not be used in the changing village, toilet or shower area.

· Any person entering the Championship must at all times comply with any and all instructions of any steward or officer of The Scottish Schools Swimming Association and/or police officer.  Failure to comply within a reasonable time with any such instruction will lead to the person being invited to leave.
· The Scottish Schools Swimming Association reserves absolutely the right to eject from the Championship any person failing to comply with each and all of the Event Regulations.

MEDIA/PHOTOGRAPHY

Throughout this event Scottish Schools Swimming Association will have a number of authorised media partners taking static photographs and video footage.  These images are intended solely for the purposes of promotion and celebration of the activities and may include live streaming on the internet.  Images will be made available to our media partners and uploaded to our website and our social network sites.

All parents, competitors, coaches and volunteers are required to acknowledge this is a public event and upon entering the swimming arena this may result in the recording and publication of his/her image.

Scottish Schools Swimming Association may record the competition events and general images of swimmers for the purposes of education, training, swimmer analysis, performance, development and event marketing.  This information will not be passes to to third party media partners.

Should any competitor wish not to be photographed please compete the form below.  If at any time a competitor wishes a static image to be removed for our website, 7 day’s notice must be give to Scottish schools Swimming Association after which the data will be removed.
