Awards:	Individual events: - Awards will be presented to 1st-3rd in each event, for each age group, based on male/open and female categories. These can be collected from the medal table 
		Awards for Top Male & Open and Top Female in each age group. 
		Award for Best visiting club – For the club that accumulates the highest number of points for all individual swims in all age groups.

Officials:		To help with accreditation clubs are respectfully asked to provide 2 technical officials per session, ideally one of which should be qualified to a minimum of Judge Level 1. Details of officials should be submitted with the entry fee payment.

Meet Rules
· The meet will be held under S.A.S.A. and World Aquatic Masters rules.
· Age as at 31 December 2026
· All swimmers of Scottish clubs must have a current S.A.S.A. registration number.
· All swimmers of non-Scottish clubs must be registered with their governing body.
· The pool is 25 metres long with 8 lanes separated by anti-wave lane ropes.
· Electronic timing will be in operation. 
· In the event this fails, back-up manual timing will be used.  
· Swimmers, coaches and team managers must ensure that all their swimmers can safely dive into deep or shallow water as prescribed by current/planned legislation. 
· It is the responsibility of clubs to ensure their swimmers are aware of the meet rules.

Entries
· Closing date for entries noon Wednesday 29 April 2026.
· All entries should be made in a Hytek team manager event file, a copy of which can be downloaded from Swim Scotland
· The promoter reserves the right to restrict entries to facilitate the smooth running of the meet.  In the event the meet is oversubscribed, cuts will be made from the fastest swimmers first. 
· Open events do not qualify for points 
· Points (for Top Male & Open / Top Female) will be awarded in each individual event, in each age group as follows:
1st – 9 pts, 2nd – 7 pts, 3rd – 6 pts, 4th – 5 pts, 5th – 4 pts, 6th – 3 pts, 7th – 2 pts, 8th – 1 pt.
· There are no entry time limits, however, should events be oversubscribed, priority will be given to those swimming in other events on the programme. 
· Entries will be accepted on a time basis. Entries with no times will be rejected outright. 
· Clubs should ensure entry times are accurate. If swimmers do not have entry times, accurate training times will be accepted.  Rejected entries will be refunded in full.
· There are no refunds for entries withdrawn after the draft programme is published.

Events
· Over the top starts may be used at the discretion of the promoters.
· Self-marshalling will be in operation. Please ensure you are ready for your heat as there will be no option to re-organise any missed swim
· All events will be seeded and swum according to entry times and will complete against those with similar times irrespective of age.
· Relay teams consist of 2 males/open and 2 females

Miscellaneous
· Level 2 accreditation will be applied for.
· The centre has a cafeteria. 
· There may be a raffle or other fundraising activities.
· The promoters reserve the right to exclude or refuse admission to any competitor, spectator or team official.
· Swimmers and coaches must not take glassware into the showers or on to poolside and are liable for expulsion from the meet if found to do so.
· Neither Swim-IT Swimming Club nor Michael Woods Leisure Centre can be held responsible for loss or damage to swimmer's, team staff or spectator's property. Swimmers are strongly advised to secure property in the lockers in the changing rooms and not to leave belongings lying around unattended.
· Swimmers out with the poolside must wear dry clothing and footwear at all times.
· Anything not covered above or printed in the event programme is at the promoter's discretion.
· Medals can be collected from the medal table
· Swim-IT Swimming Club reserves the right to vary the above conditions as necessary.
· No guarantee can be given by Swim-IT Swimming Club that the event will take place at a particular time, place or date and reserve the right to reschedule the event without notice and without liability for doing so.  It is expected that this would only be as a result of unforeseen circumstances, e.g. venue / facility failure or adverse weather. In the event of postponement, cancellation or abandonment of the event, refunds if any, will be made at the absolute discretion of Swim-IT Swimming Club. 
· Swim-IT Swimming Club will have no legal liability to make a refund or to pay any form of consequential or indirect damage such as loss of enjoyment, travel or accommodation costs.

Transgender & Non-Binary Competition

The Scottish Swimming Transgender & Non-Binary Competition Policy was implemented on 1st January 2024. The policy and FAQs can be found HERE. Any policy related matters that arise during the event should be reported to and will be recorded by the Meet Convenor/Lead Referee and these matters will be communicated to and managed post event by the relevant Scottish Swimming Staff. At no point will members be challenged on the day of a competition with any matters being resolved post event. By entering the Female category, athletes are therefore confirming their birth sex is female and are eligible to compete in the Female category.
